Significant incidents or calls this week: 

Officers responded to the intersection of 11th Avenue & 55th Street just after midnight on March 
27 after a bicyclist was struck from behind by a car and thrown from his bike. The car fled the 
area and the bicyclist was unable to identify the make or model. He was transported to Bayfront 
Hospital. 

Officers responded to the 4700 block of Coronado Way on the morning of March 28 after a 
caller reported that she was the victim of a theft, and had tracked the suspect to Gulfport. 
Officers made contact with the suspect and arrested him after discovering he had a warrant out 
of Osceola County for violation of probation for criminal mischief. He had a small amount of 
marijuana on him and was also charged with possession of marijuana.  

A caller reported that she left accidently left her laptop computer in a public building overnight, 
and when she returned it was gone. There are no suspects. 

A woman reported that a juvenile exposed himself to her while he was walking his dog on the 
evening of March 29. Officer Priest located the juvenile who provided his correct name but an 
incorrect date of birth. He then ran from Officer Priest and was later located at his mother’s 
house. He admitted to exposing himself to the woman and providing the wrong birthdate. He 
was arrested for resisting an officer without violence and providing false information. The 
exposure charge was forwarded to the State Attorney’s Office for prosecution.  

A resident in the 5700 block of Shore Boulevard reported on the evening of March 29 that a 
pickup truck struck a mailbox and a parked car while backing out of a parking spot, and left the 
scene. Witnesses provided a description of the driver and a tag number.  The driver was located 
and admitted he had been driving because he was trying to do a favor for friends who were 
intoxicated. He said he was scared after he struck the mailbox and car because he had no 
license so he drove away. He was issued 2 criminal citations.  

GPD received two reports of vehicle burglaries on March 29: In the first someone entered an 
unlocked vehicle in the 2300 block of 58th Street. Nothing was taken from the vehicle; however a 
cell phone was left behind by the subject(s). In the second case, two vehicles in the 2400 block 
of Beach Boulevard were entered, and approximately $11 in change was taken. Two small 
items touched by the burglar(s) were taken as evidence for processing. 

The owner of a massage business reported on the afternoon of March 29 that a after providing 
a massage to a client, he stated he needed to go to his car to get his cash, but he never 
returned to pay her. She provided police with the new patient intake form, but the suspect had 
provided a false name and address.   

A resident in the 1100 block of 58th Street reported that two bicycles were stolen from his 
garage after he left the door open overnight. Later the same day, a resident in the 4600 block of 
27th Avenue reported that his bicycle was stolen after he left his garage door open. There are no 
suspects in either case. 

A resident in the 5400 block of 12th Avenue reported that someone made entry to an unlocked 
vehicle and stole a Tom Tom GPS system. There are no suspects. 

Officers responded to the 700 block of Freemont Street in the early morning hours of April 1 
after a caller reported hearing loud noises outside. The responding officer observed 7 mailboxes 
that had been knocked down and damaged. The caller reported seeing 3 juveniles in the area.  

Sgt. Burkhart followed up on a complaint from a citizen about grounded/derelict vessels south of 
Veterans Park. Although many of the boats were dirty they were registered and not considered 
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derelict. Officer Cavanah took Probationary Officers Kulenovic and Ross on the Marine Unit to 
familiarize them with GPD’s area of responsibility on the water. He made 2 vessel stops and 7 
contacts while on the water.

Detective Hanh Pham investigated an aggravated battery case and developed probable cause 
to arrest the suspect. The victim did not wish to prosecute so the case was exceptionally 
cleared.  

Detective Jennifer Crowson interviewed a burglary suspect and suspended the case due to lack 
of evidence and leads. She spent most of her time gathering evidence on a check fraud case in 
which fraudulent checks were deposited into a bank account and funds withdrawn prior to the 
checks clearing. She identified the suspect’s vehicle and is attempting to identify the suspect. 

School Resource Officer (SRO) Motte mediated a verbal altercation preventing a fight, 
mentored students, followed up on active runaway cases, assisted the school with a fire drill and 
a lock down drill, and took a theft report regarding a stolen bicycle.  

SRO Langston investigated a vandalism that occurred at the school over the spring break; 
provided intelligence information to the SRO at Gibbs High School regarding a possible crime 
occurring on the campus involving a BCHS student; assisted a St. Petersburg detective with an 
investigation involving a BCHS student, and; investigated a suspicious person, a student she 
observed leaving campus and going into the yards of homes in the area.

Building 
Division staff tries to take special time to work with homeowners embarking on do-it-yourself 
projects. Whether it’s deferred maintenance or new improvements, due to hard economic times 
many are electing to do these projects themselves. Before embarking on home improvement 
projects give us a call at 893-1024 to discuss plans and see what inspections may be 
necessary, or for an explanation of code requirements.  

On anything other than small and simple DIY projects we recommend homeowners consider 
using a licensed contractor. Unless you are very handy and have the necessary skills to take on 
more complex construction projects, larger projects can quickly overwhelm those less skilled in 
construction methodology and management.   

Don’t take chances with unlicensed contractors 

The Pinellas County Communications Department offers the following information when looking 
for qualified contractors: 

Pinellas County Construction Licensing Board helps guide homeowners in hiring a licensed 
contractor for home improvements 

Hiring an unlicensed contractor can put residents’ homes in jeopardy, produce safety hazards 
and cost extra money to homeowners when work is not done correctly.   

“Do your homework and follow the guidelines and resources provided to you by the Pinellas 
County Construction Licensing Board,” said Executive Director Rodney Fischer. “Why take a 
chance with your money and safety?” 

The function of the Pinellas County Construction Licensing Board is to regulate construction and 
home improvement contractors practicing in all Pinellas jurisdictions. 

The licensing board can tell you if a contractor has a license. They must be licensed by the 
board or the state of Florida Department of Business and Professional Regulation and be 
registered with the board. Licensed contractors have passed a competency exam and perform 
electrical, plumbing or structural work in compliance with the building codes. 

The state requires licensed contractors to have workers’ compensation and liability insurance 
and the board monitors their insurance coverage. Without these, if a worker gets injured on the 
job or damages property, the homeowner is liable. Many insurance policies will not pay claims if 
an unlicensed contractor was doing the work.  

WHEN SELECTING A CONTRACTOR, REMEMBER: 

 Talk to friends and neighbors for recommendations. 

 Home improvement contractors of various skills must be licensed with the Pinellas 
County Construction Licensing Board. The license number must be displayed on 
advertising as well as on contracts. You can verify a contractor's license number and 
check any complaints by contacting the Pinellas County Construction Licensing Board at 
(727) 582-3100.

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 Check with the Department of Justice and Consumer Services at 464-6200 to determine 
the number of complaints against a business.  

 Ask the contractor for references and follow through with verifying them.  

 Ask the contractor for proof of insurance. 

 Never deal with anyone who solicits or appears at your home unannounced.  

 Obtain a minimum of two bids for the work to be done.  

WHEN SIGNING A CONTRACT, MAKE SURE:  

 All work should be specifically stated in the contract.  
 An approximate starting and completion date should be included.  
 All warranties including labor and materials should be addressed.  
 A payment schedule should be contained in the contract.  
 Do not give a large deposit before the beginning of work and do not pay the balance until 

completion.  
 A three-day right to cancel rarely applies to home improvement contracts.  
 Do not sign a blank contract or one containing blank spaces.  
 Watch for non-refundable deposits and non-escrow accounts. In new home construction, 

part of the purchase price must be escrowed (this can be waived).

Code Enforcement activities have moved to Section 5 of the City, also known as the Marina 
District which comprises the southeast portion of the City and generally extends south from 26th 
Avenue South to the water and east from 49th Street to the City boundaries. 

The number of code enforcement cases for March was 241 for a fiscal year-to-date (YTD) total 
of 1109. The number of citizen complaints was 12 for a YTD total of 88. The YTD ratio of 
complaints to total number of cases is 7.9 percent. Because the City has one inspector who 
focuses on one section at a time, we depend on residents to call in violations when they see 
them. We will inspect within one working day of a complaint to verify any violation. Please call 
893-1061 if you see violations. If the inspector is unavailable, leave as detailed a message as 
possible to help us find the violation. Complaints can be anonymous, but if you want a follow-up 
you will have to leave contact information which means the complaint is no longer anonymous.
